                   Roadeo for 2008-09 for Region 13 and Region 20

                   This year the roadeo will be held in Region 13.  A tentative date of April 18th has been selected.  

                   DECEMBER CENTEX MEETING has been scheduled for on 12/11/08.

                   Nolan Anderson asked for the scheduled to be reviewed to see that this did not effect the voting 

                   location, per by-laws.

                   BREAK  (15-minute break)

                   Joe Cervera reported the meeting in December would not effect the last meeting and the last 

                   meeting will be held in Region 20.  Per the by-laws the President-Elect is Ron Mack, from 

                   Region 20.

                  Rafael Salazar  - Presented an article from the Sept. 2008 issue of Newsweek titled, Waving 

                  Goodbye to the Bus by Caitlin McDevitt.  A discussion began on ideas for saving money in 

                  transportation.  Northside ISD reported field trips that are not curriculum based will cost more.  

                  In Minnesota schools have gone to a 4-day school week.  One school bus replaces 36 vehicles.  

                  There has been an increase in ridership because parents do not want their seniors driving to 

                  school because of the cost of gas.  

                  Dennis Brown reported selling school bus advertising.  You can generate income and you 

                  should consider it.  Rick Waltersheid reported the same increase in ridership.  Lake Travis

                  is considering shuttling employees.  Nolan Anderson is also considering shuttling employees;

                  but, he stated the driver would not be a bus driver.  

                  Mike Barnes asked what TAPT and CENTEX were proposing to the legislature for hurricane 

                  Reimbursement.  Lee Iredale responded that most mandates are for items pertaining 

                  education.  He also stated, because districts are in dept a review of how we are funded will 

                probably take place.  It will not be a change in how we get funded (linear density will remain in 

                place) but an increase in the level of funding will increase.    The legislature will consider looking 

                at the burden of the cost of emergency evacuation to districts.  Seat belts will become necessary 

                in 2010 if the legislature approves funding for it.  

                The NTTSA says they will come out with an opinion on seat belts in April.  

                Nolan Anderson stated what would be the ramification with new buses with seat belts and old 

                buses without.  The legislature has yet to make this determination.  

                John Johnson from Transport Track reported on the capabilities of a tracking system for buses.
