Roundtable Discussions: Special Needs Trained Qualified Drivers
Katherine Clakley from Taylor ISD asked about Special Needs Qualified Drivers.

Dennis Thompson reported that in Round Rock ISD Special Needs Drivers are assigned by seniority.  

Joe Cervera reported that in Schertz-Cibolo Universal City ISD they do not pay extra for driving special needs routes.  

Sandra Thompson from Round Rock ISD reported the monitor position gets paid an additional $3/hr when specific additional training to use seizure wand is completed.  

Joe Cervera stated, students wear bracelets to inform the care giver if they have special steps to follow when this student has a seizure.  Driver and monitor receive training on how to assist these students.

Jim Brogan, from Taylor ISD reported students with special procedures to assist when a seizure takes place need to have staff present with this specific training.

Jackie Fields, from Belton ISD reported transportation staff must attend ARDs to have a grasp of the special issues coming to transportation.

Katherine Clakley reported field trips are on a rotation system
