TAPT - Mary Hernandez, Area 4 Director   Another hotel has been added to the list of hotels for the conference: Holiday Inn Express in Sunset Valley (across from Tony Burger) 512-891-9500.  All judges and contestants are expected to attend a meeting on Thursday, 6/11 at the Hyatt.  The State Roadeo will begin on Friday, 6/12 at 8AM.  There will be golfing (Lions Golf Course) and bowling (Westgate Bowling Lanes) on 6/12 in the afternoon.  Friday evening also scheduled for food, drinks and the Bob Bullock Museum beginning at 6PM.  6/13 TAPT classes and Awards Banquet at the Hyatt.  6/14, TAPT classes, Vendor Trade Show and Casino Night.  6/15, Opening Ceremonies.  6/16, Election Voting begins, Presidential Banquet at the Hyatt.  6/17, Honorary Breakfast followed by Awards & Scholarship Presentations, Keynote Speaker, and Announcement of the 09-10 TAPT Officers.  Everyone is encouraged to use the shuttle buses because of limited parking.  When reserving a room at a participating hotel be sure to ask for the state rate.  There are an additional 40 rooms made available at a rate of $140 per night.  
Jackie Fields, TAPT President Elect - During my travels with Lee I got to visit and learn a lot about him.  Related a story about a fire alarm incident at a hotel.  Ms. Fields announced the TAPT by laws that will be voted on during the TAPT conference.  In addition, the tax status for TAPT will qualify for 501C3 status (current status: 501C6).  It is not known if this will apply to the chapter levels of TAPT.  Once this determination is made the information will be sent to the chapter presidents.  All the TAPT vendor booths were filled and the conference and trade show are expected to be well attended.  

Lee Iredale, TAPT President – Lee handed out copies of a Legislative Bill Summary of all the bills the legislature is considering.  In addition, he handed out a copy of the Report to the Commissioner of Education: Recommendations for Streamlining and Improving the Funding Process for Public School Education by the School Transportation Funding Task Force.  The individuals participating on this task force were listed along with their district.  He stated, he has had a wonderful experience traveling from the panhandle, to the tip of South Texas and then to El Paso.  He feels great turning over the reins to Jackie Fields.  He talked about the legislative process and how a bill can be added to another bill as an amendment.  He then told a story regarding House Bill 149.  I also stated that in 2007, it was stated that if funding for seat belts did not happen in 2009 the bill would die.  He stated, Beaumont area started the seat belt law for school buses due to an accident in a non-school bus vehicle.  The legislature began with a 16 billion surplus which turned into a 9 billion in-the-hole, due to the economy and other factors.   Seat belts requirements will add $6,000 to $7,000 to the cost of a school bus.  This does not include retro-fitting existing buses.  
Nolan Anderson, stated he had heard comments if a Seat Belt Law passed the bus driver could be issued a ticket if riders were not wearing their seat belt.  

Mike Barnes, stated HB474 & HB2060 deal with the car, driver of the car and license plate and a ticket could be sent to your home.  HB2060 allows a third party to receive a small percentage of the total bill.
Lee Iredale, stated NHTSA says it is acceptable to put 3 people in a seat with a 13” inch bottom.  In the last 7 years no student has died in a school bus.  There are two separate bills for motor coaches.  Since 1984 there has been nothing to increase funding.  There is not cap.  What caps it is where you fall in the density formula, which is determined by TEA.   At this time we get paid to take kids to school.  When we go back to take them home from remediation classes we don’t get paid.   We don’t get money to transport to a magnet school and we get no funding to transport them to the pool.  In addition, where can we start miles?  At this time we start at the first school and TEA wants a count on the 1st Wednesday of the month.  The Task Force asked for some options to be available for some of these items.   The Route Services Report was requested to streamline.  
Larry Taylor from Belton ISD, reported all the positions up for re-election as noted on the TAPT website.  He explained the shared positions between Region 13 and Region 20.  This year Mike Furguson is the sacrificial lamb from Region 13.  

Earl Stewart reported that 13 districts participated in the Technician competition held at Northside ISD in May.  Winners were Earl Rodriguez in the Inspector Category and Tom Wilby in the Technician Category.
